2. FORMATING THE PAper text
The paper should be written in English and uploaded as a Word Document (.docx file). Margins, column widths, line spacing, and type styles are built-in. Do not change the font sizes or line spacing, the style will adjust your fonts and line spacing. All content of the document must be typewritten according to this template using defined MS Word styles (for example, the style at this point in the document is “Article TEXT”).
The length of the paper is 7 pages maximum including figures, tables, references and appendices.
The final paper appearance should be as this instruction looks like.

2.1. Equations, figures and tables
